on the now fast approaching and crucial parliamentary vote on assisted suicide expected either a week to-
morrow, Friday 13th June, or the following Friday, 20th June. The statement is written by Archbishop John
Sherrington and reiterates our opposition to the Terminally Ill Adults (End of Life) Bill in both principle and
practice while high-lighting three areas of grave concern relating to the impact of the proposed legislation
on hospices and care homes; on health and social care workers; and the wholly inadequate ‘safeguards’
against the coercion of some of the most vulnerable all of which should be brought to the attention of
Members of Parliament who are undecided or considering supporting this dangerous
and deeply flawed Bill at Third Reading.
